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Course Description: An emphasis is placed on mediation in civil and commercial disputes as an alternative dispute resolution
method outside of traditional litigation. It will cover the scope of disputes that can be resolved by mediation, the duties and

responsibilities of the mediator, and the differences between mediation by agreement and mediation by judicial referral. In

this course, students will develop expertise in resolving disputes amicably through simulations, case studies, and discussions.
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Course Description:The course covers the key concepts of international commercial arbitration. Itincludes a discussion of the
elements of an international commercial arbitration proceeding, their legal underpinnings, and their practical implications
(preliminary issues & the notion of arbitration, agreement to arbitrate, arbitration procedures, arbitration award, recent

developments).

The course covers concepts and theories related to international commercial arbitration. The course includes a discussion of
the UAE legal framework for international commercial arbitration, UAE offshore/free-zone arbitration laws, and different

institutional arbitration rules applicable in the UAE.
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Course Description:The course aims to define international trade and its importance, its theoretical perspectives and historical
background. It also distinguishes between international and domestic trade, the characteristics of international trades, and its
pros and cons. The course also investigates certain international trade contracts like the CIF and FOB contracts. A focal point
of this course is understanding the pivotal role played by the World Trade Organization (WTO) in shaping international trade

policies and resolving trade disputes.
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Course Description: The course addresses the general principles that govern arbitration procedures in terms of the place
of arbitration and the law applicable to the subject matter and the procedures in the arbitration case. Cases of judge
intervention during arbitration, and the position of UAE law on them. The issuance of the arbitration award, the effects
of the arbitration decision, the commitment of both parties to implement the decision, and the refusal of the arbitration
parties to resubmit it to the judiciary or arbitration. The course also deals with the invalidity of the arbitration award, the

implementation of the arbitration award, and the implementation of national and foreign arbitration awards.
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
